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Abstract – The purpose of the template is to achieve the uniform layout of all the papers in the Microwave Review minimizing the effort both of the authors and the editors. Authors are strongly recommended to prepare their contributions in accordance with this exemplary document, to use only the predefined styles and not to change any parameters of them. If the format of a submitted paper obviously differs from the Microwave Review Publishing Style the paper may be rejected just for this reason. The following text describes individual components of the paper and tries to stress important details. 

The abstract of the paper brings brief information about the contents of the paper. The abstract should not be shorter than 50 words and should not exceed 200 words.
Keywords – Three to six terms featuring the area of the technical or scientific orientation of the paper have to be given. Capital letters are used only at the beginning and if abbreviation is introduced here. No period stands at the end of keywords. Examples: Camera ready paper, Instruction for authors, Microwave Review
Please use 9 point bold font for abstract and keywords, and 
9 point Italic font for the words “Abstract” and “Keywords”.
I. Introduction

In order to achieve high quality of this journal the authors are requested to follow instructions given in this sample paper. Maximal length of the paper is 10 pages. The submitted papers can contain original authors’ research results or be an overview of important research or new technologies. All papers will be reviewed before publishing.

II. Instructions for Authors

A. Page Layout

Times New Roman 10 point font should be used for normal text. Please, equalise the length of the columns on the last page. Paragraphs should be indented 3.5 mm.

Manuscript have to be prepared in a two column separated by 5 mm. Papers must be written in A4 (210 mm ( 297 mm) format. 
Please, note different headers and footers of odd and even pages. The content of the header of the first page is different than others and contains DOI number which will be included after the paper is accepted for publication. The Page Setup parameters are given in Table 1.

B. Title, Author and Affiliation

Title must be written using 22 pt font, in two lines, centred. The spacing between title and authors line is 6 pt. Authors’ names (without affiliation) should be typed using 14 pt font. If all authors are with the same department or laboratory only one affiliation should be given with no superscripts. Authors’ affiliation (institution, address and e-mail) should be given in the bottom of the first column using 9 pt font. Please do not write telephone and fax number.
C. Sectioning

A paper may be divided in a number of sections. Section titles (including references and acknowledgement) should be typed using 12 pt fonts in the Small Caps option. For numbering use Times New Roman number. Sections can be split in subsection, which should be typed 10 pt Italic option. The space before section or subsection title is 12 pt and after is 10 pt. 

D. Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they appear in the text, even they have already been defined in the abstract. Abbreviations such as IEEE, SI, AC, and DC do not have to be defined. Abbreviations that incorporate periods should not have spaces: write “C.N.R.S.,” not “C. N. R. S.” Do not use abbreviations in the title unless they are unavoidable.

E. Formatting

Use one space after periods and colons. Use a zero before decimal points: “0.25,” not “.25.” Use “cm3,” not “cc.” Indicate sample dimensions as “0.1 cm ( 0.2 cm,” not “0.1 ( 0.2 cm2” or “0.1 * 0.2 cm2.” When expressing a range of values, write “7 to 9” or “7-9.” Avoid contractions; for example, write “cannot” instead of “can’t.” Use SI as primary units. The use of footnotes within the text is discouraged.
F. Equation

In Word documents, equations should be written in MS Equation Editor 3.0 (reached through Insert – Object command in MS Word, or added by allowing such component (Office Tools – Equation Editor) in the MS Office installation process). The built-in equation editor of MS Word 2007 and later should not be used due to difference in fonts employed. If earlier versions of the Equation Editor are not available, program MathType (http://www.mathtype.com) is recommended, using properly set preferences according to these instructions. Do NOT use “Float over text”.
Equations in the paper should be typed using the style “Equation”: center-aligned tabulator at 4.5 cm, right-aligned tabulator at 8.75 cm, and numbering as shown in the following example:
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Periods or commas are preferred not to be included in the equation itself, except for the case of very long formulas at several lines. If units are part of the expression, make sure they are written in upright font and that there is a space between the value and the unit.
It is important to use appropriate typefaces according to the sense of symbols: variables in italics A, vectors and matrices in bold upright letters A, symbols ((, (, ( etc.), functions (sin, log, etc.), numbers and abbreviations in upright letters. Upright letters must be used for imaginary unit, j and Euler number, e. 

Note that there is 6 pt both before and after each equation. Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately following. 
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G. Figures

Figures should be one column wide. If it is impossible to place figure in one column, two columns wide figures are allowed, but in this case figure must be located at the top or bottom of pages. Please do not use photocopies. Each figure must have a caption under the figure. For the figure captions 9 pt font should be used. Illustration must be inserted in the text. Do NOT use “Float over text” option. Do not use frames or drawing canvas. 
Please take care to use a proper resolution for your figures (too low resolution results in pixelation, jagged edges and unreadability, too high resolution only increases the file size and does not contribute to readability). Take special care about letters and numbering in your figures. Never use too small fonts for in-figure notation; letters and numbers in figures after incorporation in the manuscript should be of comparable size to those used in the text. Use the same font and font size throughout the figures in your text. Never forget to label axes in diagrams. It is recommended to use words to this purpose rather than symbols. 

An example is given in Fig. 1. All figures must be mentioned in text. Note that there is 6 pt both before and after the figure.

H. Tables

Tables also should be made as one column. In some rare cases it is allowed to use two column tables at the top or bottom of the page. Tables must have caption located above the table. Table caption should be written using 9 pt Small caps font. Example is Table 1 given above.
I. Referring

When referring in the text to equations, figures, tables, sections or a literature references one have to use the following expressions: Eq. (1), Eqs. (1) and (2), Fig. 1, Figs. 1 and 2, Table 1, Tables 1 and 2, Section I, Sections I. A and II. B, [1], [2]. If it is at the beginning of a sentence, it should be used full expression: Equation (2), Figure 1. Examples of referring to one or more publications are as follows: [1], [2], [3, 4, 6], [1–4]. 
J. References

The authors are strongly asked to pay special attention to the format and content of references in order to keep the uniform appearance of the references in the journal and to ensure right identification of cited items across various databases.
References should be given in the same order as referred to in the paper. 
The examples for the referencing a journal paper, a conference paper, and a book according to IEEE transactions are given in References Section [1-4]. For text in the references 9 pt font should be used. 
Titles of journals, books or proceedings are typed in italics with the first capital letter of all significant words. The titles of journals are preferred to be given in full. Abbreviations can be used but uniform appearance and common understanding of them must be kept in mind. 
Important: If the reference has own Digital Object Identifier its DOI must be given. Other identifiers (e.g. ISSN for periodical publications, ISBN for books) are recommended to be given especially if no DOI is available. No period is put after the last identifier.

For journal papers, the following data should be given in the following form and order [1]: Author (‘s) Names, “Paper’s title”, Journal Title, vol. 10, no. 1, pp. 1201–1210, 2014, (year, or month + year), DOI: obligatory if available.
For books [2]: Author(‘s) Names, Book Title, 1st ed. City (Country), Publisher, year, ISBN xxx. (for chapter in the book use Author (‘s) Names, “Title of chapter in the book,” Book Title, City (Country), Publisher, year, ch. x, sec. x, pp. xxx–yyy).
For conference contributions published in the conference proceedings [3]: Author(‘s) Names, “Title of the contribution”, Full Title of the Conference, Venue (Country), year or month + year, pp. 1201–1210, ISBN: if available, DOI: obligatory if available.
For electronically published information [4]: Author(‘s) Names (or company, or similar), Title of the Document, Type of document (datasheets, programmes, reports, etc.), Number of pages [Online], Cited year-month-day, Available at: URL.
